R1: round 1
MR: magic ring
sc: single crochet
inc: increase
dec: decrease
st(s): stitch(es)
slst: slip stitch

Terminology
Paintbox Yarns Cotton Aran (#4
worsted; 93yds; 1.7oz) in the color
Wine Red & Grass Green
E hook
Tapestry Needle 
Polyester Fiberfil
Stitch Markers (i don't indicate
where to put these in the pattern,
but insert one into the last stitch
of each round to help keep track of
your place)
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Finished Size
Approximately 2" tall and 1" wide
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S T R AW B E R R Y
This  piece starts  at  the bottom of  the strawberry using wine red yarn.

R1:  6sc  in  MR (6)  

R2:  [1sc ,  1 inc]  x3 (9)

R3:  [2sc ,  1 inc]  x3 (12)

R4:  [3sc ,  1 inc]  x3 (15)

R5:  [4sc ,  1 inc]  x3 (18)

R6:  [5sc ,  1 inc]  x3 (21)

R7:  [6sc ,  1 inc]  x3 (24)

R8:  1sc  in  each st  (24)

R9:  [2sc ,  1dec]  x6 (18)

Switch to green yarn

R10:  [1sc ,  1dec]  x6 (12)

*stuff*

R11:  6dec (6)

S lst  in  next  st  and fasten off .  Then,  weave in  the ends with a  tapestry

needle.
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
